We strongly recommend authors to structure their abstracts as follows, without the use of headings: (1) Background: Present the research question in a broader context and emphasize the study's purpose; (2) Methods: Provide a brief description of the main methods or treatments used; (3) Results: Summarize the key findings of the article; (4) Conclusions: State the main conclusions or interpretations. It is important that the abstract remains objective and accurately represents the content of the article. It should not include results that are not presented and supported in the main text, nor should it overstate the primary conclusions.

1. Introduction
The introductory section should provide a concise overview of the study within a broader context and emphasize its significance. It should clearly state the purpose of the research and its importance. A thorough examination of the current state of the research field is essential, including references to key publications. Whenever relevant, it is important to address any controversial or conflicting hypotheses. Lastly, briefly mention the primary objective of the study and highlight the main conclusions. It is preferable to make the introduction accessible to scientists from different fields of research, as much as possible.

2. Methodology
The section detailing the Materials and Methods should provide comprehensive information to enable others to reproduce and expand upon the findings presented in the publication. It is important to note that by publishing your manuscript, you are obligated to make all materials, data, computer code, and protocols associated with the research available to readers. Any restrictions on the availability of materials or information should be disclosed during the submission stage. When describing new methods and protocols, provide a thorough explanation, while well-established methods can be briefly summarized and properly referenced.
